Write a 750 – 1000 word formal essay, explaining the role of a character in the play Twelfth Night by William Shakespeare: Viola/Cesario, Orsino, Olivia, Sebastian, Malvolio, Sir Toby Belch, Sir Andrew Aguecheek, Maria, Feste, and Antonio.

Step One: Brainstorm
Completion Date: November 19th

Ask yourself the following question:


 -   What does the character add to the story?

Think of ways that the character contributes to:

· Plot, development of other characters, humour, suspense, theme, etc. 


Step 2: Thesis 

Completion Date: November 19th
Choosing three examples of how the character contributes to any of the above, create a thesis that covers these three points.  Try to make your thesis as specific to your evidence as you can.


Step 3: Outline

Completion Date: November 21st 
Fill in the outline provided, developing your introduction, body paragraphs and conclusion.  Make sure to provide strong evidence from your novel to support your thesis.


Step 4: Rough Draft

Completion Date: November 27th 
This draft is to be titled “Rough Draft” and submitted with your final essay.  

Step 5: Final Essay

Completion Date: NOVEMBER 28th (NO EXTENSIONS!) 
Your final copy should be typed, double spaced, 12 font times new roman, MLA formatted.

Some things to remember:


- write in the present tense 

- do not use contractions


- avoid slang 

- do not use personal pronouns


- write in the third person

	Application

-Explanations and connections clearly explain how evidence connects to argument
	Very limited or no attempt to connect evidence presented to the thesis statement. – partial use of text
	Limited connections made between evidence from entire text and thesis.
	Essay sometimes links evidence from entire text to thesis.


	Evidence that represents entire text is connected to thesis.
	Insightful connections that represent entire text made to thesis throughout essay.
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
