1) SKIM THE WHOLE ARTICLE ONCE THROUGH 
· This means you are not reading every sentence, just scanning the website for key words or images.

2) READ THE WHOLE ARTICLE MORE CAREFULLY

· At the end of each section STOP, and ask yourself “what have I just read?”
