Why is it important to know this?

How?

anger, disappointment, joy, surprise, grief, lust, frustration (or think of another one)
· You will create a visual document that communicates how your assigned emotion is portrayed in advertisements or other visuals
· For each of your chosen pictures, analyze them using the following criteria.  Be sure to address each of 
1. An explanation of what is being communicated by the picture.  (anger, happiness, satisfaction, frustration, etc.)  Remember it can be more than one feeling
2. Specific target audience (for whom is the ad intended)
3. Explanation of how the message is communicated.  Explain how the intended message succeeded or failed to the target audience
4. If there is more than one person in the picture, make sure you make specific references to all those featured.
