Dreams, Conquests and the Roads You Might Take

Your task is to create a good copy of a word-processed 2 or 3 page newsletter on the themes and concepts from the opening unit of your English course – due Tuesday, April 2nd.  Give your newsletter an original title and format it in columns on your pages. Your articles should make specific references to the stories, articles and films studied in class. Include original titles on each article and use support references or quotes in the articles. You may also include one photo with caption per page to enhance your newsletter. You must complete the following topics.
· One article on My Dream Job that effectively and concisely outlines your dream career and what you will have to do to achieve it. Consider the ideas on dream careers from the articles that we studied from the text. (“Weird Odd Jobs”)
· One article that reflects on what you have learned about choosing jobs or careers suited for you, advice about the interview or job fair, or on being yourself, or on finding a career with intrinsic value. (For example, fully develop your paragraph style response to “When Choosing Your Path, Follow Your Heart”.)
· One article on either Gender Roles and Career Choices or Accessibility for Disabled or Challenged Individuals in the Workplace.  Refer to articles or films from class in this “opinion piece” developing one of the topics we have studied. (For example, fully develop your paragraph style answer from the Door to Door worksheet.)
· One article about how having the Right Attitude and Showing Initiative can lead to effective job choices and successful careers. (For example, compare the characters Frank Abignale and Bill Porter.)
· One Graphic Organizer that illustrates a key idea or concept from within one of your articles. [A table, T-chart, bar graph, pie chart, flow chart, Venn diagram, bullet list, pictograph, spider web, bubble chart, or other.] Make sure it is well organized and formatted effectively within your newsletter. Include a brief explanation of why it has been included.
