3. When Lopez cross-examines Dr. Porter, what does she suggest the Mindscan’s inability to sleep and dream shows about their consciousness? Would you agree? Explain.
Chapter 26 – Who is Judas Iscariot?
1. Why does Shed Skin Jake think that the case of Bessarian vs. Horowitz will have an impact on his situation on the moon?
2. How has Draper used Karen’s medical history to help make his case against Tyler? Why do you think he has also used the allusion to denying her three times and thirty pieces of silver in his cross-examination? Explain the allusions.
Chapter 27 & 28 – Shooting Hoops
1. How does Professor Poe explain the Zombie activity of driving a car as an activity that does not require consciousness? How can the Zombie also be in control of activities like speaking sentences and playing tennis?
2. What reason does Shed Skin Jake give to Brian Hades about why he must be allowed to return to earth? What counter-arguments does Hades make?
3. What does Draper get Professor Poe to concede about the essence and nature of the soul in his cross-examination? How does he apply that notion to the Mindscan process?
Chapters 29 & 30 – Individuation: the Law of the Land
1. What was the case of Littler vs. Carvey? How does that ruling relate to Bessarian vs. Horowitz in defining “personhood”?
2. What does Mindscan Jake discover about the next instantiation of himself that he contacts? What does he find surprising about this one’s location? Explain. 
3. What surprising new fact does Lopez discover about Karen’s past?  How does it seem to work against her case?
