5.6.2. The Basic Entry: A Document from an Internet Site

1. Author’s name or compiler (last name first)

2. Title of the work (in quotation marks)

3. Title of the overall web site (italicised)

4. Version or edition used

5. Publisher of the site (use N.p. if not provided)

6. Date of Publication (day month year; use n.d. if there is no date provided)

7. Medium of publication consulted  (Web)

8. Date of access (day month year)

Author’s Last name, First name.  “Title of the document.” Title of Web site.  Publisher of site. Date of publication. Web. Date of access.

5.6.3 A Scholarly Journal

Use the same format as for a print source (see 5.4.2) with the following modifications:

1. Use “n. pag.” if page numbers are not provided

2. Medium of publication consulted (Web)

3. Date of access (day month year)

Author’s Last name, First name.  “Title of the article.” Title of the journal.  Volume number. Issue number (Year of publication): Page numbers. Web. Date of access.

Periodical Publication in an Online database
Use the same format as for a print source (see 5.4.2) but add the following items to the end of the entry:

1. Title of the database (italicised)

2. Medium of publication consulted (Web)

3. Date of access (day month year)
