The Basic Entry: A Book by a Single Author

Author’s Last name, First name.  Title of the book.  City published: Publisher, Year published.

A Book by Two or More Authors

Give the authors’ names in the same order as they appear on the title page.

First Author’s Last name, First name, and Second Author’s First name and Last name.  Title of the book.  City published: Publisher, Year published.

A Work in an Anthology

Author’s Last name, First name.  “Title of Short Work.”  Title of the anthology.  Ed. Editor’s name(s).  City published: Publisher, Year published. Page numbers. 

Note: If the work has been published before, you can add the original year of publication following the title of the work.

An Article in a Reference Book

Basic Entry for Familiar Reference Books

Author’s Last name, First name (if given).  “Title of Short Work.”  Title of the reference book.  Edition number ed.  Year published. 

Entry Format for Less Familiar Reference Books

Author’s Last name, First name (if given).  “Title of Short Work.”  Title of the reference book.  Ed. Editor’s name(s).  vols. City published: Publisher, Year published.

An Introduction, a Preface, a Foreword, or an Afterword

Author’s Last name, First name.  Part being cited.  Title of the book.  By Author of the book.  City published: Publisher, Year published. Page numbers.

An Article in a Scholarly Journal

Author’s Last name, First name.  “Title of the article.”  Title of the journal.  Volume number. Issue number (Year of publication): Page numbers. 

Note: Do not proceed the volume and issue numbers with the words “volume” or “issue.”

An Article in a Magazine

Author’s Last name, First name.  “Title of the article.”  Title of the magazine.  Day Month Year:  Page numbers. 

Note: Do not give the volume and issue number even if they are provided.

Citing Additional Common Sources

A Film or Video Recording

Director’s Last name, First name, dir.  Title of the film.  Perf. Names of performers. Distributor. Year of release. 

Note: Only include the names of the performers if they are relevant for your work.
