The "Teach Us Something" Project
Oral Communication Summative
Learning Goal:  Having already completed a successful PowerPoint Presentation on your Job Interviews (complete with Formative Feedback) and having learned about Active Listening Skills and Effective Body Language, students will utilize all of their skills by completing and being a part of an audience of the “Teach Us Something” Summative.

To review, a Summative is a task that has been deemed “necessary” for you to pass this course.  

Step One:  Choose a topic that interests you that will showcase your “expert” knowledge in something.  If you can’t think of anything that you know how to do, go and learn about something unique and teach us about it.  Have your teacher approve it.  Only one student may do a specific topic per class (no duplication).  Your topic choice must have “substance” to it and will allow you to conduct some research.  
Step Two:  A one page description of your topic and an explanation of why it is important to you
Step Three:  The PowerPoint Outline (To be completed in class.  It will be used to evaluate learning skills)
Step Four:  The PowerPoint 
· Title Slide

· Instructional Slides (minimum of 10) that provide sufficient background information and clear instructions or important information (include visuals)

· Works Cited Page
· You must create and include a 5 question multiple choice content quiz that will test the class’s knowledge of and attention paid to your presentation (you are responsible for marking it).  It will be given right after the presentation.

· The entire presentation must be submitted into the hand-in folder so that I can review it if necessary
